 The Monbukagakusho (Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, Government of Japan: MEXT) offers scholarships to foreign students who wish to study at Japanese universities as research students under the Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship Program as follows: 

Fields of Study:

Humanities and Social Sciences: Literature, History, Aesthetics, Laws, Politics, Economics, Commerce, Pedagogy, Psychology, Sociology, Music, Fine Arts, etc.

Natural Sciences: Pure Science, Engineering, Agriculture, Fisheries, Pharmacology, Medicine, Dentistry, Home Economics, etc.

Qualifications:

1. Applicants must be under 35 years of age as of the 1st of April 2006.
2. The study area must be in the same field as the applicant has studied or in a related one.

3. Applicants must finish undergraduate study until March or September of the application year.

4. Applicants must be willing to learn the Japanese language. Those who are interested in and will deepen their understanding of Japan of their own volition after arriving.
5. Arrival in Japan: Applicants be able to leave for and arrive in Japan between 1st & 7th April 2006 or between 1st & 7th October 2006.  
Term of Scholarship:
a) If the grantee comes to Japan in April 2006, 24 months from April 2006 through March 2008 
b) If the grantee comes to Japan in October 2006, 18 months from October 2006 through March 2008 
Scholarship Benefits:

1. Allowance: 175,000 yen (about 1300 Euro. This may be subject to change) per a month will be given to each grantee during the term of his/her scholarship.

2. Transportation: air tickets will be provided. 

3. School Fees: Fees for the entrance examination, matriculation and tuition at universities will be compensated by Government of Japan.

Application Procedure:

1. You must send three sets of the following documents to the Embassy of Japan in Sarajevo (one set is original documents, the other two sets may be photocopies) by June 17th  2005.
2. You have to submit 
· MEXT scholarship recommendation form 

· Application for Japanese Government (MEXT) scholarship 

· Field of study and Study Program 
· Certificate academic records of each academic year of the university attended 

· Diploma of the university attended most recently ( or Certificate of Expected Graduation )

3. You will have an interview and a language test (English or Japanese) at the Embassy in July.
