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Rules for the Allocation of Resources

to Joint Programmes of the CEI University Network

A.
CRITERIA FOR THE ALLOCATION OF RESOURCES

1)
Co-operation within the CEI University Network takes the form of Joint Programmes (JPs) of academic character, such as PhDs and Master’s courses. Summer schools, seminars and workshops may also be eligible provided they envisage a teaching element, a minimum duration of one week, and an award certificate.   
2) 
A JP can be submitted either by a university or by another institution of higher learning provided that the latter has an adequate academic profile.

3)
A JP presupposes the co-operation of at least two universities/institutions of higher learning belonging to the CEI Member States. Preference is given to Joint Programmes involving a larger number of Participating Universities.

4)  
Before submitting a JP proposal to the CEI University Network Secretariat, the Applicant University is to inform the Co-ordinating University of its country (see here-to attached Annex 1).

5) 
Priority is given to JPs involving Participating Universities from CEI Member States in special need (Albania, Belarus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Macedonia, Moldova, Romania, Serbia and Montenegro, Ukraine).

6)
There are three main areas of cooperation endorsed by the Advisory Board of the CEI University Network:

· Economics

· Public Administration

· Communication (including Information Technology, Transport and Infrastructure)
Other areas of co-operation are not excluded if the merit of a Joint Programme proposed justifies its adoption. 

7) 
The language of instruction of a JP is to be English.

8)  
A JP is based on the principle of mobility of both students and teaching staff.  

9) 
CEI financial support to a JP consists of scholarships to visiting students and grants to visiting teachers from abroad. This means that a student or teacher will not be financially supported while attending or teaching courses at his/her home University. If, however, part of a Joint Programme takes place at another Participating University abroad, he/she will be eligible for funding from the CEI.

10)  
The amount of both scholarships and grants (currency used: Euro) depends on the duration of a Joint Programme and the cost of living of the country/ies where it is implemented. It will, therefore, be determined on a case by case basis. It usually covers  accommodation, travel, applicable health and accident insurance premiums as well as a compensation on a daily/weekly/monthly basis (for teachers) and tuition fees (for students).

11)
Upon request by the JP Co-ordinator, a small amount of the CEI contribution may be used to cover the costs of promotional material such as leaflets, brochures and posters.

12) CEI visibility must be guaranteed by the use of the CEI University Network logo on all documentation and specific teaching material used in a Joint Programme.

13) 
Any degree or certificate awarded in the context of a CEI JP shall be identified as such and bear the CEI University Network logo.

14)
While it is possible that a JP is implemented in one location only, efforts should be made to involve at least another Participating University in its implementation. In practical terms, this means that in case of a one-year course, one semester each could be offered by two of the Participating Universities (“Split Joint Programmes”). 

B.
Application for the allocation of resources

1) 
The application should be submitted (both by e-mail and post mail) to the CEI-ES/CEI University Network Secretariat at least 4 months before the intended implementation date.

2) 
The Legal Representative (i.e. Rector) of the Applicant University must sign both the Application for Funding and the Scholarship Award/Teaching Grant forms. He or she is responsible for the overall implementation of the JP. 

3)
The JP Co-ordinator, in charge of the preparation and administration of a Joint Programme, is to hold an academic position within the Applicant University.

4)
The application should be comprehensively filled in. The CEI University Network Secretariat may request the JP Co-ordinator to revise and/or amend the application in accordance with CEI priorities and requirements.

C.
Disbursement procedure

1) Upon positive evaluation by the Executive Board of the CEI University Network, the Secretariat of the CEI University Network will inform the JP Coordinator and ask him/her to submit, on the basis of the appropriate forms (Scholarship Award and Teaching Grant forms), information on the persons selected for scholarships or teaching grants.

5) Only visiting students or teachers from other CEI Member States are eligible for either scholarships or teaching grants. CEI funds are thus only made available in case of demonstrated mobility.

6) The amount of the CEI contribution (currency used: Euro) will be transferred to a special account indicated by the Applicant University. The JP Co-ordinator will be responsible for the disbursements to the individual holders of teaching grants and scholarships. 

7) At the termination of a Joint Programme, the JP Co-ordinator needs to submit to the Secretariat of the CEI University Network copies of invoices or equivalent proof of payment. Money that could not be spent because of non attendance of the participant or other reasons will have to be reimbursed to the CEI University Network Secretariat.

8) A final report on the implementation of a Joint Programme, its results, and actual enrolment of foreign scholarship holders and teaching staff needs to be prepared by the JP Coordinator. It will be submitted to the Executive Board for information and evaluation.

A copy of the degree or certificate awarded in the context of a JP should also be submitted to the Secretariat.
