· Bibliography (for research proposal) and/or Course Syllabi (for lecture proposal)

· Letter of invitation from U.S. Institution (if available)

All applications must be in English and either typed or computer generated.  Individuals
with dual U.S. citizenship or U.S. permanent resident status are ineligible to apply.  Preference will be given to those without recent experience in the U.S., who demonstrate cross-cultural sensitivity, flexibility, and the willingness to share their experience and knowledge upon return to BiH.
