Several scholarships will be awarded by UP FHŠ. Priority will be given to students conducting research or project work (e.g., degree, master's, or doctoral theses) on topics examined at the Summer
School. The scholarship application should be submitted no later than 14 May, 2007, to the address of UP FHŠ. The request must be supported by a letter of justification, CV, and a recommendation by
the supervising professor. 

We have received some grants from CEEPUS program for students from CEEPUS countries: Austria, Bulgaria, Croatia, The Czech Republic, Hungary, Poland, Romania, Slovakia, Serbia, Albania,
Macedonia and Montenegro. The selected students will be informed to apply for grants through CEEPUS web page before the summer school begins.

The fee is 437 EUR and covers lectures, methodological and field.
The theme of our Summer School this year is “Re-thinking Europe: Slavism as an Aspect of European Identity”. 

In this year our Summer School Program will attempt to provide answers to questions related to the current role of Europe and the European Union in the global context, and the role of ‘Slavism’ within the examined framework. Our intention is to investigate the formation and changing of the idea of ‘Slavism’ within historical and linguistic discourse and the framework of Europe, and how the idea is today actualized in political discourse and the fields of the humanities. Our Summer School Program will present the general introductory Plenary Session followed by lectures and workshops incorporated within the frame of the three thematic courses containing: 1. Constructions of Slavism form anthropological, religiological, philosophical, sociological and mythological perspectives; 2. Social geography of the European contact area with special emphasis on “Slavism”; 3. Slavs: to the east of the west and to the west of the east – intertwining of linguistic, literary and cultural identities. 

  
Participating lecturers are renowned university teachers from Slovenia and abroad, together with acknowledged experts on issues specific to the humanities and social sciences (among the distinguished lecturers are James Anderson, Leoš Šatava, Malgorzata Leyko, Bojan Brezigar, Nikolai Mikhalov and others), who will deliver their lectures in English in the frame of the first two courses, and in Slovene in the frame of the third course. They will share their knowledge and expertise with the participants of the Summer School through their lectures as well as through the workshops.

We would like to take this opportunity to draw your attention also to the ongoing event of the 14th Slovene Language Summer Course on the Slovene Coast, immediately preceding the Summer School META Humanities, taking place in Koper, from 9th July to 22nd July, 2007, organized by the Faculty of Humanities Koper and Science and Research Centre Koper University of Primorska. The Summer Course are offered to all those interested in learning Slovene language, or improving their knowledge of it, and learning about Slovenia and its culture while enjoying two weeks on the Slovene Riviera. Dead line for application is 4th June 2007.
